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Minutes of the Casitas Municipal Water District 
Board Meeting Held 

August 14, 2013 
 

 A meeting of the Board of Directors was held August 14, 2013 at Casitas' 
Office, Oak View, California.  Directors Word, Hicks, and Kaiser were present. 
Directors Bergen and Baggerly were absent. Also present were Steve 
Wickstrum, General Manager, Rebekah Vieira, Clerk of the Board, and Attorney, 
John Mathews.  There was one staff member and two members of the public in 
attendance.  President Word led the group in the flag salute.

2. General Manager comments.   
 

Mr. Wickstrum informed the board of an arc flash event that happened at 
Rincon Pump Plant.  No one was hurt but the contractor will have to pick up the 
expenses for the repairs.  They hooked into a high energy circuit.  Mr. Wickstrum 
then mentioned the need to replace the refrigerator at the District office.  It was at 
least 30 years old and highly used by employees.  It will be replaced with an 
energy efficient model.  

 
 The ridership on the free trolley at Lake Casitas Recreation Area was up 
to 264 rides but there is not very much commuting between Ojai and the lake.  
This program will be evaluated further.  The Water Adventure received a surprise 
inspection from the state of California yesterday.  The inspector was pleased with 
the operation of the Water Adventure.  We have also received a notice about fish 
consumption.  Park Services Manager Carol Belser added there is a link on the 
fishing and boating web site and Dr. Maxwell said they would be talking about it 
and will let us know if there is something for agencies to do.   
 

Mr. Wickstrum then mentioned that the Recreation Area won second place 
with their display at the Ventura County Fair and was awarded $400.

4. Review of the Financial Statement for July 2013. 

The Committee reviewed the financial statement for July 2013.  The Committee reviewed the 
expenditures in various work sections of the District.  Director Kaiser inquired into the costs for 
overtime and Outside Contracts in the Recreation budget.  The overtime in July is related to the 
Fourth of July weekend staffing and the increase Outside Contracts was due to expenditures for 
additional restroom and shower cleaning services, sewage haul services, and special weekend 
patrol by the Ventura County Sheriff.    

 
5. Review of the Water Consumption for June 2013. 

The Committee reviewed the water consumption numbers for July 2013.  Water sales have 
increased in the Agriculture and Pumped resale classifications.  Of notable increase is the sale 
of water to the City of Ventura.  The upward trending water demand is indicative of the dry 
weather pattern and depleted groundwater basins, transferring the demand to the Lake Casitas 
supply. 

 
6. Review of Ventura Water’s Annual Certification.   

The General Manager explained to the Committee that Ventura Water has provided a water 
certification and that Casitas will be invoicing Ventura Water for rental water.  According to 
Denise Collin, the invoiced amount will be accounted for in the water sales revenues.

Director Baggerly inquired into the status of the Senior Canyon Mutual Water 
Company (SCMWC) Improvement project.  Ron Merckling reported that we are waiting 
for the final installation of the vault by SCMWC and then he will provide a final report to 
the State.   
 
Director Baggerly asked if staff were working on a timeline for the 2015 Urban Water 
Management Plan and tracking water conservation savings.  Mr. Merckling informed 
the Committee that he is following new legislation amendments that will be applicable 
toward the next UWMP.  Staff are continuing to document water savings efforts. 
 

4. Manager Comments.  None. 
 
5. Ventura River County Water District service area adjustments.  

The Committee was informed that VRCWD desires to adjust their service area 
boundaries to conform with the service area exchanges made in the mid-1990’s, and 
consider two separate service area boundary adjustments where customers are 
served by VRCWD but are a Casitas customer.  The Committee agreed that the 
General Manager should work with VRCWD to determine the best approach to 
resolving the two service area adjustments.  The recommendation of any change will 
be brought to the Casitas Board of Directors for review and consideration of approval. 

 
6. Watershed – Santa Ana Road Abandonment.  

The General Manager stated that he had received emails between the Bureau of 
Reclamation and Ventura County concerning the proposal to abandon the section of 
Santa Ana Road that lies within the Teague Watershed.  The Bureau is recognizing 
the need for public access controls to protect the watershed.  There is a process by 
which the Ventura County will proceed to abandon the roadway. 



 
7. Update on the Water Efficiency and Allocation Program.  

The General Manager reported on staff’s progress in revising the Program.  Staff are 
slightly behind schedule, but continuing to work on the Program. 
 

8. Cloud Seeding in Santa Barbara County. 
The Committee discussed recent proposals to cloud seed.  There are many issues 
with cloud seeding, including cost effectiveness.  The Committee discussed recent 
reports that have been prepared on this topic.

Recommendation: 
 
It is recommended that the Board of Directors authorize the General Manager to sign a Purchase 
Order Contract to the lowest responsible bidder, Acacia Erosion Control, Inc. of Santa Barbara in 
the amount of $33,495.00 to Install Temporary Tanks at Villanova Reservoir Site, Specification 
No. 13-365  
 
Background and Discussion: 
 
The Villanova Reservoir is one of five single reservoir sites in Casitas’ system.  The Villanova 
Reservoir is scheduled for repair and interior coating this winter.  The reservoir must be empty 
and isolated from the water system for the repairs to be completed. In order to continue 
providing customers water and to allow water to be pumped higher into Casitas’ distribution 
system, temporary water storage is required at the Villanova Reservoir site.  This project will 
relocate the temporary tanks and piping used at the Upper Ojai Reservoir site to the Villanova 
Reservoir site and connects the temporary tanks to the water system. 
 
The project was advertised through F.W. Dodge and on the District’s web site.  Three firms 
submitted proposals.  The bid results are
